Pursuant to section 250.110 of the Regulations, this Request must be filed 28 days of mailing of the Commission's dismissal order. The Request must be filed with the Commission and served upon all other parties. The Commission may allow the other party to file and serve a response to this Request for Review and, if so, may allow the Complainant to file and serve a reply.

The following is an excerpt from the Commission's Regulations. The full set of Regulations is available upon request.
REG. 250.130
Content of Requests for Review and Responses to Requests for  Review
a) Content of Request for Review


A party requesting review must state with specificity the reason/s supporting the Request for Review, such as: relevant evidence which is newly discovered and not available at the time of the original determination; the presentation of new, relevant and dispositive legal precedent not available at the time of the original determination; or a material misrepresentation, misstatement or omission which was a basis for the order in question.  


Further, if a Complaint was dismissed for failure to cooperate (see Section 235.100 above), then the Request for Review must both: a) present good cause why the Complainant did not comply when required with the requirement which formed the basis of the Order of Dismissal; and b) include all material which formed the basis of the Order of Dismissal or must show good cause for not doing so (such as an adequate explanation why full compliance is not possible). 

 
Request for Review forms are available at the Commission's office, but a Complainant may submit a Request for Review without using a form so long as his or her filing clearly seeks a Request for Review.  A Request for Review may not exceed 10 pages without leave from the Commission.

b) Response to Request for Review


For Requests for Review filed other than as part of objections to a Hearing Officer's first recommendation (see Reg. 250.120(a) above), the Commission may, but is not required to, allow the other party to file with the Commission and serve on the other party a response to the Request for Review.  The party responding to the Request for Review must state with specificity the reason/s for opposing the Request for Review by the date specified and within the page limit set.  The Commission may allow the Complainant to file a reply by a date certain and within a certain page limit.  The Commission shall rule on the Request for Review by mail. 


As stated in Reg. 250.120(b) above, responses to Requests for Review of an interlocutory order which are filed as part of objections to a Hearing Officer's first recommendation, must be made as set forth in Reg. 240.610(b) above.  The response must state with specificity the reason/s for opposing the Request for Review.

REG. 270.130
Motions For Extensions of Time and Continuances
a) All motions for an extension of time in which to file any pleading, brief or other document, shall be served on all parties, the Commission and the Hearing Officer (if any) as soon as the reasons for the extension are known to the moving party.  Such motions must include the number of previous motions for extensions of time filed by the moving party, the disposition of such motions, and the reasons for which this extension is sought.  Such motions will be granted only for good cause shown.  Additionally, any such motions filed fewer than 3 calendar days prior to the deadline sought to be extended shall be granted only if extraordinary circumstances are shown.
